1 Lottie Moon, Day One Week of Prayer: Moses and Beth, Senegal. Praise God 
for churches in the U.S. who partner with Moses and Beth to do ministry on the 
islands! Pray for this couple as they continue to do ministry among the unreached 
in rural Senegal. Ask God to help new believers to stand firm despite persecution. 

2 Lottie Moon, Day Two Week of Prayer: Gary and Ann, Central Asia. Pray for a 
strong, healthy church plant with national leadership in this mountain village. Ask 
God to strengthen Central Asian believers and make them bold in their witness. 
Praise God for the faithful service of Gary and Ann and ask for more opportunities 
to see fruit from their work!

3 Lottie Moon, Day Three Week of Prayer: Deaf in Slovenia. Pray for the Deaf 
Slovenia Christians as they set healthy roots for a church and as they reach others 
with the gospel.
